Our calling is to those in the f of sin, which is
where we would be but for the g of God.
(Mat.9:10-13)

If we are to rescue the perishing w  must “go down”
where t  are: in the workplace, in the neighborhood,
in our families, in this community, and all over this
world.

To proclaim Christ is the g calling anyone could
have. And e believer has this privilege.

E life is knowing and fellowshipping with the
Father, and His Son, Jesus Christ. (Joh.17:3; 1Jo.1:3-4)

To not know Christ is to miss life, to be d , and to be
headed for the second d . (Eph.2:1; Rev.20:14-15)

A credential is that which shows that a person has the
right to exercise o power.

Philip did n__ have the authority of the completed
Word of God to confirm that he was giving God’s
message. God credentialed Philip with miraculous
s . (Act.8:6-7; 2:22; Joh.10:36-38; 14:10-12;
Heb.2:3-4)

1V. The Conversions

One of the great evidences of conversion is that people
“give heed” (1 and o ) to God’s Word as those
who have now been saved and brought under the rule of
King Jesus. (Act.8:6,8,12; 1J0.2:3-6)

G gave the conversions. (1Co0.3:5-9)

J  is one of the noticeable fruits of conversion.
