II. Ministry to the Converts

2) All believers need to be exhorted - passionately called forth, u ~  d on to continue in the
faith. (Act.14:22)

a) This continuing on (perseverance) in the faith (sound doctrine) is a mark of being at
convert. (Joh.8:31; Col.1:21-23)

b) We need this exhortation because...”we must through m_  tribulation enter into the
kingdom of God.” (Act.14:22; Joh.16:33; Mat.11:12;13:20-21; 16:24-25; 19:27-29)

c¢) This exhortation is the responsibility of ¢y believer. (Heb.10:25; 3:11-14)

3) All believers need a p_ _t . This is the Lord’s plan for the continued care of His flocks.
(Act.14:23; Eph.4:11-13; 1Pe.5:2-3; Heb.13:17)
